The state has identified some schools with the status of Reward, Focus, or Priority. A Reward school is one that is outperforming other schools in achievement, growth, or is performing better than other schools with a similar student population. A Focus school is one that has a large achievement gap in 30% of its student achievement scores. A Priority school is one whose achievement and growth is in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state.

For 2012-2013, Coopersville High School has not been given one of these labels.  While we are pleased with our current progress in raising student achievement and closing achievement gaps, we are continuously working to help all students reach an even higher level of achievement.  We appreciate the continued support of parents, staff, and our community in this effort.
State law requires that we also report additional information.  These reports can be viewed and explained in detail by contacting the main office. 

I am sincerely encouraged with our improvements made in the high school in the past year. We will continue to study data that will lead to better instruction and a higher level of student achievement.

I.  Overview of School
Coopersville High School serves approximately 780 stu​dents in grades 9-12.  The Principal of Coopersville High School in 2012-13 was Pete Bush and the Assistant Principal was Amanda Rennells. There are 40 full- and part-time profes​sion​al staff mem​bers, two paraprofessional staff, three office administrative assistants, and two coun​sel​ors.  In addition, there are the fol​low​ing pro​fes​sional support staff: school social worker, school psy​ch​olo​gist, and speech and lan​guage thera​pist.  Home​bound and hospital​ized services are also offered.  Custodi​ans, secretar​ies, parapro​fes​sionals and lunch​room per​sonnel work to enhance our learning environment at Coopersville High School.   

Students in Coopersville are assigned to one of three specialized schools.  Most students attend Coopersville High School as a traditional student, but some are assigned to New Options Alternative High School, and a select few assigned to a seat-time waiver as an additional alternative (virtual school) setting.
 II. School Improvement Plan

Our school improvement committee spent the 2009-10 school year writing a new 3-5 year school improvement plan.  This plan centered on goals in all of the core instructional areas and the implementation of learning targets in all classrooms, aligning assessments with learning targets, and making sure that students are learning the critical information.  The 2012-13 school year was our third year at implementing this plan.  The entire plan can be viewed in the high school office and online on the school website at www.coopersvillebroncos.org .

III. Core Curriculum
Using research findings and best educational practices, the curriculum has

been developed by teams of teachers and administration in consultation

with parents. The District School Improvement Team (DSIT) has created a

systems process for curriculum alignment, development, and delivery.

Comprised of more than twenty K-12 teachers and administrators, the

team develops a cycle for curriculum review in each area:
· K-12 English/Language Arts

· K-12 Applied Arts

· K-12 Fine Arts

· K-12 Social Studies

· K-12 Math

· K-12 Science

· K-12 Foreign Language

The curricula implemented in our school are based on the requirements of No Child Left Behind, the Michigan Merit Curriculum, the Ottawa Intermediate School District Power Expectations, and determined by the needs of our students.

IV. Parent Involvement
Parents are provided two opportunities each year for Parent/Teacher conferences.  Fall conferences are scheduled the first week of November following the first 9-week marking period.  Spring conferences are scheduled the third week of February at the midpoint of the third 9-week marking period.
