For 2012-2013, South Elementary School made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in English Language Arts and Mathematics.  We appreciate the continued support of parents, staff and our community in this effort.

1. All students in grades 3-5 are assigned to Coopersville South Elementary School, unless their special education status requires them to attend a self-contained program that is located in another building, or another district.

2. Coopersville South Elementary School’s 3-5 Year school Improvement Plan was revised during the 2011-2012 school year to meet the needs of our students.  We will continue implementing all aspects of the plan when we begin the 2013-14 school year.  Copies of the plan are posted on the district’s website and can also be obtained at the main office.

3. There are no specialized schools for Coopersville South Elementary.

4. Coopersville South Elementary School aligns its core curriculum to the grade level content expectations according to the Michigan Department of Education.  An explanation and/or copy of the curriculum may be obtained from teachers or the principal.  This year will begin the transition to the Common Core State Standards and our initial work in that transition will be in the content area of mathematics.

5. Results of other testing measures, such as the reading DIBELS data, is shared with parents and guardians at parent-teacher conferences, or other informal meetings.

6. Coopersville South Elementary School has had outstanding support from parents and guardians.  The last four years have had over 90% attendance at parent-teacher conferences for both fall and spring sessions.
