DRESS CODE – Think about this before buying school clothes this summer.

We are likely more strict than your friends, parents, your school sports team, friend’s school, favorite clothing designer, minister, pastor or priest.

Clothing that works for one person may not work for another because of different body types.
The following rules are in place for the normal school day including all spirit days (homecoming week, Halloween, etc.). Students will be allowed to call home for correct clothing.
